picking rocks out of the load of potatoes. When the girls were done Mr. Novak loaded a 
10 lb. bag…smiled, and handed it to Tirzah. “Hvala lepa (thank you very much), Gospod 
Novak!” Tirzah exclaimed. Barbara and Tirzah lugged the sack of taters home. 
 
After Tirzah shared her events of the day she revealed how God has been working in her 
heart… “Mom, Dad can we buy potatoes from the Novak Family so we can build a 
relationship with them?”
